Mortgage & Foreclosure Assistance Program

[bookmark: _GoBack]	A new partnership between the Attorney General’s Office and Legal Aid Services of Oklahoma will help thousands of lower-income Oklahomans statewide receive free legal services to successfully manage mortagage and foreclosure processes, and help families keep their homes. 

	A $1.27 million grant from the AG’s Oklahoma Mortgage Settlement Fund will bolster Legal Aid’s ability to assist homeowners with mortgage modification, refinancing, short sales, housing counseling  and foreclosure processes by  hiring, training and reassigning 15 attorneys and seven paralegals throughout Oklahoma as part of Resolution Oklahoma. Legal Aid attorneys also will be vigilant in watching for practices such as dual-tracking and robo-signing, and refer misconduct to the AG’s Office.

	Homeowners more successfully navigate the modification and foreclosure processes and avoid losing their homes when legel counsel is available and involved to represent families.

	Legal Aid Services is a non-profit law firm that helps eligible low-income and seniors with civil legal problems. The attorneys handle more than 10,000 cases each year at its 20 law offices that are located throughout the state so that they can serve every county.  The law offices are located in Ardmore, Bartlesville, Hugo, Lawton, Muskogee, Norman, Oklahoma City, Stillwater, Tulsa and Weatherford. Satellite offices are located in Ada, Altus, Chickasha, Duncan, Jay,  McAlester, Poteau, Shawnee, Stilwell and Woodward. Legal Aid also is an official HUD housing counselor, providing counseling for dozens of community groups.
